Water & Sewer Rates Increase 
On June 11, 2012 the Burgess and Commissioners amended Section 13.12.060 of 
the Municipal Code to increase the water/sewer rates 5% .  The new rates are as fol-
lows and are shown on the enclosed bill:

Bay Restoration Fee Increase 
In the 2004 General Assembly legislative session, the Maryland State Government 
took a major step to protect our waterways through the enactment of the Bay Resto-
ration Fund (Senate Bill -320)  The purpose of the bill was to create a dedicated fund 
to improve the environment and water quality of the Chesapeake Bay.  The Town of 
Middletown is required by the State to collect this fee ($7.50/Quarter) from all water 
users in Middletown.  With this past General Assembly legislative session, the 
Maryland State Government has double this fee to $15.00/Quarter and again re-
quires, by law, that the Town of Middletown collect this fee from our residents.  The 
fee will go into effect July 1, 2012 and be reflected on your October 2012 Water & 
Sewer Bill.  All fees collected are sent to the State of Maryland and not to the Mid-
dletown Water & Sewer Fund. 
 
Fire Hydrant Flushing 
Town Fire Hydrants will be flushed from October 8—12, 2012.  Flushing will occur 
between the hours of 9a.m.—2p.m.  You may experience fluctuations in pressure 
and sediment in the water.  Please plan ahead and limit water usage during this time. 
 
Bulk Trash Pick-up 
The Burgess and Commissioners will hold a Bulk Trash Pick-up day on Saturday, 
October 13, 2012.  You may put out 2 items to be picked up.  You do not have to 
register your 2 items with the Town.  Just put them out before 6AM on Saturday, 
October 13 and Key Sanitation will pick them up.  There will be two different 
trucks in town; one will pick up Metal only and the other will pick up all other items.

I am sure you have heard of our chicken 
issue we have going on right now.  We 
have several residents that have backyard 
chickens and we have no ordinance pre-
venting that. Our code is written in such 
a way that violations come to us via a 
complaint. Several neighbors did com-
plain. We have spent several months 
discussing the issue. In late September 
we did vote on language to include in an 
ordinance that would prohibit chickens/
farm animals in town unless they are on a 
2 or more acre lot, less than 4 chickens/
farm animals and the schools will be 
exempt.  The issue should be resolved by 
November of this year when a final ordi-
nance is voted on.  While it seems to 
some that we are spending an inordinate 
amount of time on this issue consider 
how you would want us to deliberate an 
issue that is as important to you as chick-
ens are to some of your neighbors. 
 
As we enter fall and the impending holi-
day season I urge you to shop locally and 
be a patron of our local restaurants and 
businesses.  Personally, I wish you all the 
best as we close out 2012.

Before operating a home occupation business out of your home, town residents are reminded that 
they are required to: 
1. Complete a Home Occupation Questionnaire and submit it to the Town,  
2. Submit a $50.00 review fee.   
Section 17.32.220 of the Middletown Municipal Code lists the requirements for home occupa-
tions within the Town of Middletown. The regulations include the following: 

∗ Only members of the family residing in the dwelling may be employed in the occupa-
tion. 

∗ Displays of products or equipment may not be shown as to be visible from outside the 
dwelling. 

∗ A nameplate is permitted that is not larger than two square feet in area. 
∗ Not more than 25% of the floor area of a dwelling unit may be devoted to a home oc-

cupation. 
Please call the town office or refer to the Code on the Town’s website for the full list of regula-
tions. If there is a question regarding these regulations, again please call the Town to inquire.
