TOWN WORKSHOP MINUTES 

 
                             November 7, 2024 

The workshop of the Burgess and Commissioners of Middletown was called to order on November 7, 2024, 
by Burgess Miller at 7:00 p.m. Present were Commissioners Jennifer Falcinelli, Rick Dietrick, Larry 
Bussard, and Chris Goodman.  
 
PUBLIC HEARING 
Ordinance No. 24-10-01 to amend Title 8 of the Middletown Municipal Code regarding nuisances –  
The Zoning Administrator reported that since the town board meeting on October 28th he has not received 
any additional feedback. References to demolition and mining were removed. Burgess Miller asked for 
any questions or comments from the town board members and the public. No questions or comments 
were given. The town board will vote on Ordinance No. 24-10-01 at the November 25th town board 
meeting. 
 
The public hearing ended at 7:02 PM. 
 
Steve Magnus, 25 East Main Street, was late to the meeting and missed the public hearing. Burgess Miller 
asked if Mr. Magnus had any questions. Mr. Magnus asked if the flashing lights on crosswalks were a test 
program. He stated these crosswalks create a vehicular traffic hazard and provide a false sense of security 
for pedestrians. Burgess Miller stated the installation of these crosswalks was instigated by the town for 
students safe passage to school an safe crossing on busy streets for pedestrians. As time passes both 
drivers and pedestrians will become used to these crosswalks and how they operate. It will take a 
community education effort and education through the Middletown schools to reduce future accidents and 
promote safe pedestrian crossing.  
 
STAFF REPORTS: 
Deputy Report – Deputy McCarrick reviewed his report.   
 
Staff Planner Report – JJ reviewed his report. Part of his report included the subdivision of the property 
at 21 East Main Street. Questions regarding when the installation of the retaining wall on the eastern 
property line occurred. Commissioner Bussard stated that the retaining wall has been present at that 
location his whole lifetime. He was willing to write a statement to that effect if needed. 
 
Public Works & Utilities Report – Bruce reviewed his report. The monthly water/sewer committee 
meeting for November has been moved to Wednesday, November 20th. His report regarding the drought 
status for Middletown will be discussed later in the meeting minutes. 
 
Main Street Manager Report – Becky reviewed her report. Part of her report included consideration for 
the creation of a historic preservation ordinance (PHO) for the town. There are not many protections in 
place currently regarding old historic buildings. They can be demolished without the thought to 
preserving the history through documentation and photos. There is little guidance in the development of a 
historic property if it is sold. This PHO would assist in protecting the historic character of the historic 
district in Middletown. PHOs do not dictate exterior color, interior changes or prevent demolition of a 
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property. It slows the process down and promotes guided change with an emphasis on repair rather than 
replacement. The benefits of having an HPO are increased jobs, increased property values, and the 
increased opportunity for funding to assist with property rehabilitation. HPO from Ellicott City/Howard 
County was provided as an example. Main Street is willing to present a draft HPO specific to Middleton 
for the town board to review. 
 
Zoning Administrator’s Report – Robert reviewed his report. Burgess Miller stated that several 
residents have asked him about fences in the front yard of properties. He requested that the town provide 
information on its social media sites explaining the requirements for fencing in front yards and when the 
town code was updated to allow this placement. The Zoning Administrator will create a press release to 
be used. 
 
Finance Officer’s Report – Bea reviewed her report. The FY2024 audit is complete. The auditor would 
like to provide their information on November 25th. The Town is now current with all audits. Monthly 
financial reports including budget to actuals were reviewed.

• September 2024 Speed Camera Report – The Town Administrator reviewed the information 

from the speed camera placement on Glenbrook Drive for 30 days. The camera recorded 
information on vehicular speed in both directions. The 85% for speed was 5mph over the posted 
speed limit. There was high traffic volume during the normal commute times in the mornings and 
afternoons. The speed camera will now be collecting data on Franklin Street. Decisions will have 
to be made as to speed sign placement locations in the new year. 

 
NEW BUSINESS 

2025 Town Board Meeting Cancellation – The Town Administrator reviewed the 2025 dates that town 
board meetings should be cancelled in 2025. Included with the dates were the reasons for the cancellation. 
One date had 2024 as the year. That correction will be made prior to the vote at the November 25 town 
board meeting. 
 
Draft Remsberg Park Sketch Master Plan & Cost Estimate – The Director of Public Works reviewed 
the proposed three phase western Remsberg Park development for an estimated total cost of $5.1 million. 
Phase 1 involves construction of two multipurpose fields and expansion of the driveway into a two-way 
road. Phase 2 includes further expansion of that park road, and construction of a new ball field, and a new 
parking lot. Phase 3 is the construction of a new recreation building, completion of the park road, parking 
lot and storm water management facilities. New water and sewer services were included in the proposed 
development and calculations. MVAA has briefed on this proposed plan.  
 
MVAA representatives visited the Harris property with town staff. Discussion of turning the pasture there 
into multipurpose fields to assist with the impending loss of field access due to the school complex 
development was discussed. 
 
MVAA sent Commissioner Goodman a request for permission to place another storage shed near the ball 
fields at Remsberg Park for storage of a golf cart. This golf cart would be used to transport senior citizens 
and disabled family members to games held at the ball fields. MVAA would prepare the pad site for the 
shed. Commissioner Goodman will forward the request to the rest of the members of the town board.  
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A request to allow the parking of 2 coaches’ trucks at the lower ball fields south of the walking path 
during practices and games was also made. There was concern that if approved, other vehicles would park 
in the location. 
 
Drought Warning & Status Update – The October monthly water usage is 318,039 gallons (including the 
October hydrant flushing). Considering the current lack of measurable precipitation, continued drought 
pattern and decreasing yield of the springs, staff is recommending changing the Water Conservation Alert 
System to Code Yellow. The town board agreed by consensus to make the change to Code Yellow. They 
requested that the status be implemented immediately on November 8, 2024. Notification will be sent out 
via town social media and the yellow droplet signs will be hung at each end of town as part of this 
notification. 
 
TOWN ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT:  
Spring Line Phase 1 Update – There was a preconstruction meeting held Wednesday, November 6th. 
Construction should begin December/January. 
 
Harris Farm Property Acquisition Update - The County has finished the review and approved the 
addition plat and the division of the Harris property. The addition plat must be signed and recorded with 
the County. The attorney is in the process of scheduling the settlement date to on or before November 
30th.

ADA sidewalk ramp reconstructions: Done for FY 24. 
Glenbrook Arch Engineering Study: Staff have reviewed the County and Consultant recommendation. Preparing 
summary and cost report for corrections. Report summary and estimated costs being reviewed. Remsburg completed wall 
cap replacements and guardrail. 
Water System: Reviewed system for end-of-life meters (521 each - FY 25), 198 installed to date. Notification to 
customers for replacement letters have been prepared. Meter replacements continue and second notice sent.  
 
Water Hydraulic Model: no update. 
SSO and I&I: The inspection will be done in house and a schedule and determination of manhours will be made. Letters 
will be sent to each residence. Based on the first 3 days of April and flows of the CBPS staff will relook at Foxfield 
Subdivision based on field reconnaissance of SSMH’s and observation of flow. Flow meters will be placed for monitoring 
and possibly cleaning televising to discover leaking pipe or defects. Originally due to the pipe type and age this area was 
not given as much priority as the 1954 collection system within the CB Basin. SSO occurred on April 3 from 0954 to 2327 
= 811mins at 60 gpm for 48,660 gallon. Flow monitors have been installed in Foxfield area for 90 days have been 
removed. Sump pump inspections are in progress. Smoke testing to begin Sept 9, FD and property Owners notified.  
Preliminary report indicates most of the flow during monitoring is coming from the Mina Drive and Rod Circle area but it is 
not the significant amount we are looking for. Consultant stated they think its sump pumps also.  
West Wastewater Treatment Plant: No new incidents.  
East WWTP:  Awaiting draft permit. PER has been received and reviewed and comments will be provided to the 
consultant.  
Wells: Well 15 pump, motor and drop pipe being scheduled for replacement (54 gpm to 38 gpm). 
Municipal Center: No issues 
Harris Farm Property: Received addition plat for review.  
Wiles Branch Stream Rehabilitation (MS4): Construction late FY24 into 25. Town has received a single price for the 
work. Project summary and pricing for Board was presented at the May workshop. The projected budget for 2025 is 
$550,000.00. Summary of project has been completed that includes costs and recommendation for contract for 
construction using previous contractor. This work needs to be completed no later than December 2025. All permits have 
been received. Anticipate start date at the end of November.  
Linden Boulevard Culvert Replacement and Streetscape: Engineering has been funded for FY 24. Staff has received 
the resident advisory committee notes. The design alternatives were presented at the March 25 town board meeting. 
Several discussions about additional considerations for around a bout and streetlights and sidewalk. The B&C 
recommend the committee come back with their final request. Awaiting a second recommendation from the community 
committee. May 14, 2024, Board approved no sidewalks, new Town Standard streetlights. The discussion included a 
roundabout but that was later discussed and decided to provide a 4 way stop at Pine and Linden. Washington gas has 
opted out for installation on Linden. Received first draft of engineered plans and returned with comments.  
Brookridge PS: No action. 
Pickleball Courts: Working with ATC for court repairs. Lighting has been completed and commissioned. Actual lighting 
measurements will be taken in the next couple weeks. Wind screen has been installed and final invoices have been 
received. 
Patching Contract: FY 24 patching contract has been completed. No action.  
 
Developments 
ADMAR Annexation: Design for treatment plant in progress 99% submittal has been submitted for review. IP drawings 
reviewed. MDE has reviewed and commented on the WTP (PFAS sampling occurred on 5/24 and 5/25 but was deemed 
unusable.) April 27 MDE and adjoining property Owners at Townhall. Non detect but we expect the sampling to reoccur 
during the 90 day test. Will resubmit to MDE. Construction permit is contingent on 90 day long term test and appropriation 
permit. MDE public hearing held on July 16, 2024 with comment period left open for 30 days. MDE expects to issue a 
draft permit in the next 14 days. The draft has not yet been issued. MDE has internal issues and asked for Town input 
which was provided. They will issue an operational permit for the 90 day testing and then a final permit based on the 
testing period. No action.  
Lancaster Development: No action 
Alekco’s: Site Plan resubmittal and plumbing details will be submitted shortly. 
Collocated School Project: Traffic Study scope has been reviewed and may have results by November. Received 
request for EDU calculation process from school design team and have reviewed. This will require discussion with the 
Water and Sewer Committee and Town Board.

W&S: Comprehensive sewer plan, West WWTP ENR plant replacement (non process component for Town budget). 
upsize CB pumps (part of the facility review or ENR upgrade), PFAS treatment, springline replacement, Field 
Maintenance tractor. 
GF: 2 future positions for 2 full crews. 26 GVW truck replacement (truck 4) 
 
 



Regulatory 
EPA 
Revised Lead and Copper: Inventory of service lines has been submitted, inventory is on the Town website and letters 
for lead status unknown have been sent out. New LCRI has been released for comment and we will begin preparing for 
the new rule.  
PFOA PFOS: MDE Grant applied for January 2024. New PFAS regulations have been adopted by EPA. Initial sampling 
must be performed between 2024 and 2027, 2027 to 2029 initial results published in CCR and regular monitoring must 
begin, 2029 systems must comply with all MCL’s (must have treatment online). MDE sampled Well 22 and 23 in April; no 
results as of this date. Website has been updated with the approved EPA Rule and most recent testing. We have received 
information regarding intended use from MDE and will be preparing RFQ and RFP documents in preparation for bidding 
the design.  
MDE 
Permits: East WWTP Discharge Permit (exp Dec 2021) submitted 22 months prior to expiration and then revised 14 
months before expiration. MDE advertised the reapplication. We have requested an increase in discharge flow from 
250,000 to 350,000. MDE has approved the County Water and Sewer Plan which requested the increase in flow. MDE is 
has started working on the permit may be 9 months till completed, will await the PER ENR selection process before 
releasing Draft permit. Received email that MDE has begun the renewal (Jan 24). No action 
Irrigation Pump Station MDE reissued the 3rd Draft with new PFAS requirements for sampling. Nitrogen limit has been 
removed. Review has been completed and MDE will forward a new permit in the near future. No action.  
MS4 Permit: Received a Proposal from FSA or inspection and survey MS4 stream improvements to justify the MS4 
credits and have placed in the General Fund budget. MDE has issued a new MS4 permit to FrCo (they administer the 
permit) valid for 5 years.  2024 report submitted and accepted, due October 31, 2024.  
West WWTP ENR Upgrade: A meeting with MDE for planning discharge limits on December 6 revealed concerns by 
MDE for discharging 700,000 gpd to the Hollow Creek based on summer base flows.

• October was a busy month!   
• The Board voted on a revised budget 

• Our accountant is working on our 990 for FY 2024 to meet the November 2024 deadline 
– so we will not need to get an extension.   

• The Board continued to work with our consultant having a third session to discuss long 
term goals and strategies to create a strategic plan.  We are in the review phase of this 
plan right now!   

• Lucky for us – one of our top goals in the Strategic Plan was to identify a Volunteer 
Coordinator – and we have hit the jackpot with volunteer, Linda Despeaux.  Linda has 
been the volunteer coordinator for the Weinburg and is a current volunteer at Heritage 
Frederick.

We are also adding some more 
comfortable chairs, a small desk, and written instructions on how to turn on the monitor, 
how to run transactions, and we are working on a notebook with FAQ and answers.  This 
is actually very fun to work on!   

• Monday October 7th, I presented a 2-hour learning session to a group of folks from all 
over the state who elected to come to Middletown to hear about the things we have 
done under the Design Committee.  This presentation was well received and I even got a 



few handwritten thank you notes!  I will bring the example of the presentation to the 
meeting to show you quickly the gist of the conversation.   

• October 17th I was thrilled to receive the Preservation Maryland Tyler Gearhart Award.  
This was to recognize a professional individual doing outstanding work in the field of 
historic preservation.   

 
Economic Development Committee: 

• October 11 we hosted our quarterly Business Mixer and awarded business partner of 
the year to Carla McAdams of Mountain Spirit Yoga!  Carla was overwhelmingly 
voted this honor due to her hard work, determination, and really bringing the group 
together for us to host the first Health and Wellness Expo!  Congratulations, Carla!   

• On October 31st I participated with the Frederick County Office of Economic 
Development in Business Appreciation Week.  The theme was to focus on new and 
expanding businesses.  We visited Memorial Hall with Ingrid Smith and she opened 
up Home and Hearth Mercantile; Turquoise Trailer, Dr. Phillips Eye Center; and 
Dempsey’s Grill.  The group also visited the Main Street Welcome Center.  As always, 
this is such a positive experience to be able to spend time asking questions and 
talking with the businesses about their hopes and dreams and why Middletown.  Part 
of the day was asking the businesses to Pay it Forward with thanks and we were 
especially touched when Main Street Middletown was listed as party that helped 
them land on their feet in town.   

 
Promotions: 

• The Tourism Council of Frederick County hosts an annual all-day trip to visit places in 
Frederick County and this year, they came to Middletown to see the Welcome Center and 
eat at The Main Cup.  Burgess Miller was the quintessential host and provided more 
stories and history than I could muster that day!   

• The 15th October was another full day where the Frederick County Tourism Office came 
to Middletown and filmed the Welcome Center and Home and Hearth Mercantile to be 
part of their video/commercial promoting the National Road in Frederick County.  This 
was more than two hours of filming just here – set up, directing, having paid actors here, 
it was a big production and quite exciting!   

• Sunday, the 20th another film crew came to Town and thank you again to Burgess Miller 
who came out to meet this film crew who is putting together a documentary about a 
man named Jacob Wheaton.  Jacob Wheaton is assumed to have been born in 
Middletown as his parents have been identified most likely having been buried in the 
AME Cemetery on Jefferson Street.  Jacob Wheaton moved from Middletown to 
Hagerstown and was reportedly the first African-American man to vote in Maryland after 
the Civil War.  This is such a fantastic tidbit of Middletown history, I am anxious to learn 
more and include this story in our upcoming interpretive sign (see Grant Projects below).   

• Scarecrows March Down Main has come and gone and it was an absolute blast!  Not 
only did we have so many creative scarecrows, we had fantastic weather with at least 
one hundred people file through just on that Saturday.  We had many people also come 
indoors to the Welcome Center (who signed the guest book).  Please thank volunteer 
Debbie Knipe for taking the leadership role in this new event for Main Street!  She did a 
fantastic and thorough job!   

• Main Street Middletown is helping to promote our retailers for Small Business Saturday 
by creating a specific event and promoting the group – on top of what the individual 



businesses themselves are promoting.  We are calling it Sipping Small Business 
Saturday and the different retailer are serving sips of wine, spirits, and maybe even some 
non-alcoholic options, like apple cider and hot chocolate to appeal to families.   

• We are working on the Scavenger Hunt for Christmas in the Valley – with the Elves going 
out next week! 

• We are working on the Christmas in the Valley event and our main letter to the 
businesses went out on Tuesday.  I will be walking around to the businesses early next 
week too.   

• The Frederick News Post will announce the winners of the Best Small Town of Frederick 
County award in the paper this upcoming weekend!!  Keep your eyes open!!   

 
Design Committee: 

• Even though we are not half-way through the FY 2025 Budget, we still want to think a 
little ahead about next year’s projects.  So, the Design Committee has made a list of 
ideas that we can flesh out, write grants for, and see what we can do!  Some ideas 
include: light installations, enhance existing planters, and find a replacement project for 
the High School Art on Main (they have determined it is too much for them to do again 
next year).  We liked the solution of bringing in plein air artists and connecting with the 
Valley Craft Network.  I know this is only one bullet point, but the meeting, the energy, 
and excitement of adding to the beauty of downtown is always motivating.   

• I do have a Pie-in-The-Sky Design Committee idea!  An art trail that could connect the 
library to the downtown!   

 
Grant Driven Projects:  

• 250th Legacy Grant Project – 2 interpretive signs – one on Sgt Lawrence Everhart and 
the other on the Jefferson Street Cemetery.   

• Project Restore – I need to collect specific documents from both Memorial Hall and 
Alekos and upload them to the Project Restore grant app.  Both are working on providing 
the list of info needed.     

• Façade Improvement Funds - FY 2024 – I am desperately waiting for repayment for two 
small projects.   

• Technical Assistance Grant FY 2023 – Social Media Training from PPR Strategies – we 
have just received this invoice which will enable us to close out this grant before the end 
of the calendar year (ahead of schedule).   

• TRIPP Advertising Grant – this is on-going 
• Main Street Improvement Grant FY 2024  

o Professional Memberships - $475 to MD NonProfits – I need to pay 
o Update ByLaws - $1500

RE: Considerations for a Historic Preservation Ordinance  
Date: November 4, 2024 
 
Introduction: 
Main Street Middletown, MD Inc. is requesting that the Town consider developing and adopting  
an ordinance that would protect the character of our downtown.  Both the Town and Main Street 
Middletown have worked hard to maintain its welcoming aesthetic.  We are also working hard to 
promote it as an architectural gem, a place to visit, eat, shop, and enjoy.     

 
We are concerned that without some guidance, we will be left choosing between extreme 
possibilities – an infill development that completely changes the density of the downtown or a 
potential design that disregards the historic fabric and character of the downtown, or worse, a 
demolition permit.   
 
Why Now?  
100-104 West Main Street, one of the most historically significant and one of the most dominant 
structures in our downtown is for sale.  Simply put, even though demolition is unlikely, changing 
even just the historic windows from divided windowpanes to full glass panes would drastically 
change the historic feel of the building.   
 
The Town recently reviewed a “what-if” scenario of in-fill construction on the rear lots of this 
same block.  While it too is unlikely to come to fruition as presented, there is potential to see the 
back halves of certain lots get developed that could change the density of our downtown which 
could infringe on the balance between the town and its rural past.     
 
A new development may fit the definition of the Planning Commission review, but it could still be 
incompatible adjacent to historic structures that represent almost every major period of our 
history.       
 
Moreover, even the statement under the Revitalization Zone requires that the front façade be 
preserved – is not specific enough.  This is a large building with a significant history, a large lot, 
and one of the most architecturally intact buildings in town.  It is a local landmark building that 
includes the safe that kept the money used to pay Confederate soldiers to not burn our town 
down and was also a place that cared for the injured during the Civil War.  In other words, there 
is much that we could lose.   
 
It is not just the potential loss of one building’s fabric; it is the slow erosion of the loss of 
historic fabric throughout the town, equating to that loss of that intangible quality and 
authenticity of what we call historic charm.   
 
 
 



Recommended Solution:  
Main Street Middletown, MD Inc. recommends developing and adopting an ordinance that 
protects the historic fabric of the downtown through the use of more specific guidelines.   
 
What Protective Historic Preservation Ordinances Do Not Do: 
The first thing we want to point out is what a preservation ordinance DOES NOT do: 

1. It DOES NOT dictate color 
2. It DOES NOT dictate interior changes 
3. It DOES NOT mean the property cannot change – it is a methodology to guide the 

changes.   
4. It DOES NOT prevent demolition – but rather slows the demolition permitting process 

down to search for alternatives to demolition and/or to document the structure before it 
is demolished.   

 
What Protective Historic Preservation Ordinances Do:  

1. In general, preservation ordinances ask property owners to repair historic materials, and 
if they need to replace historic materials, to do so in-kind.  If you cannot do it in-kind, 
then a modern product is allowed, as long as it mimics that historic material in look, feel, 
and texture.  

2. In general, ordinary repairs and maintenance are not reviewed.   
3. In general, larger types of projects such as the construction of an addition, and/or 

construction of any type of new structure, the removal or enclosure of porches, the 
installation of artificial siding, shingles or masonry when such materials are different 
from the existing materials; replace or change original window sash, adding, removing, 
and changing architectural features are examples of the types of projects that are 
reviewed.   

 
Attached to this report is a SAMPLE code – for Ellicott City.  The City of Rockville has a great 
selection of resources that would be easy to replicate, has a great outline of the steps of the 
process, and rules and procedures.  Other codes looked at included City of Frederick, Easton, 
and Cambridge.  So, there are plenty of sample ordinances that can be reviewed.  
 
By the way, the Main Street Middletown hardback book entitled Maintaining and Sustaining our 
Architectural Heritage is essentially a set of design guidelines that could also be easily adopted 
into guidelines to accompany the ordinance.    
 
The Benefits of Protecting the Built Environment of Downtown Middletown: 
 
Economic Benefits 
Property Value Increase: 

 
Preserving historic resources provides stability of property values, and show stronger 
appreciation over the long term. Economic incentives such as historic rehabilitation tax credits 
and tax deductions can provide strong financial opportunities to owners of historic buildings.   

 
A quick Google Search provides numerous studies, but these two examples from the Advisory 
Council on Historic Preservation’s annual report in 2015 included these statistics that are 
particularly illustrative:  

 
In Philadelphia, houses in National Register historic districts command a premium of 14.3% 
over comparable properties not in historic districts.  Houses in local historic districts 
command a premium of 22.5% over comparable properties not in historic districts. 



The Economic Impact of Historic Preservation in Philadelphia (2010) 
 
In a small historic district in North Little Rock, Arkansas, houses were worth on average 
$31,000 more than comparable houses not in the district.  This meant annual additional 
revenues for the county of $40,000, for the city of $50,000, and for the school district of 
$200,000.  Economic Impacts of Historic Preservation in Arkansas (2006)            
 

Job Creation 
Rehabilitation of older buildings produces higher-paying jobs than new construction and the 
money tends to stay in the local economy.  We have seen this just with the projects that have 
occurred in Middletown recently.  We would see the construction crew from Memorial Hall 
eating at Dempsey’s, and with the rehabilitation of 19 West Main Street, we hired Putman 
Plumbing, Coblentz Electric, Rhosymedre Design, Sean Daly, Crooked Horn Construction, 
Jouanent Landscaping, Hartman Roofing, Warner Heating and Cooling, and Fire and Wire 
Welding – all Middletown and Frederick County businesses.   

 
Heritage Tourism:  
The Town and the Main Street program are already investing in the history of Middletown – in 
both the history of this place, but also in the buildings.   

 
Main Street Middletown, MD Inc. has concluded as a board comprised of local citizens that our 
overriding strategy is to develop and build upon the history of the town and its historic 
resources as a way to attract tourists to the downtown.  This is how Main Street Middletown, 
MD Inc. is working to grow the local economy.     

 
Just last week at the Frederick County Tourism Council’s Annual Breakfast, we heard: 

• Visitor Spending in 2023 was $539-million dollars – up 4% from 2022 and up 27% 
from 2019.   

• Travelers that visit the Frederick Visitors Center ask about: 
o 31% inquire about visiting historic sites 
o 21% inquire about dining and drink options 
o 12% inquire about outdoor recreation options 
o 12% inquire about shopping  

 
It is precisely that 31% that Main Street Middletown, MD Inc. is working to attract to our 
downtown.  Now with the Welcome Center open, we can track who comes to Middletown and 
where they are from.  In the short time that we have been open, we have documented zip codes 
from Silver Spring, Fredericksburg, Virginia, Lackawanna, PA, River View Florida, Halletsville, 
Texas, and Mexico, New York!    
 
Moreover, we are right along the path to the state investment into the South Mountain Inn as a 
South Mountain Battlefield interpretive center.  Visitors driving to that destination will surely 
stop in Middletown as well.   

 
Investor Security: 
Investors are hedging their bets, so they are looking for security.  A historic ordinance that 
protects the downtown sets an outward intention that the Town wants to maintain its historic 
character.  That investor who will spend a significant amount of private funds into a 
rehabilitation project, will be assured that the surrounding area will also maintained to keep this 
character and thereby protect their investment.   
 
Sustainability: 



Arguments have been made that the greenest building is the one that is already existing.  The 
preservation of a building reduces the amount of materials and resources used and the amount 
of waste sent to landfills.  Preserving a building uses less energy than demolishing it and 
building a new one (resulting with a lower carbon footprint).  These arguments are laid out in 
The National Trust for Historic Preservation’s study The Greenest Building: Quantifying the 
Environmental Value of Building Reuse.   
 
Other Benefits 
Protecting the historic character of the downtown fosters a sense of community and 
strengthens the local identity of the town.  We can see this from the projects that have already 
occurred in Middletown – starting with the Main Cup.   
 
To Address Concerns About Costs:  
What we Offer and A Potential Solution Moving Forward: 
Through the Main Street Middletown’s Façade Improvement Program, we have been able to 
consistently match funds for commercial investments into maintaining the historic properties in 
the downtown – from smaller projects like painting the exterior of Sportsland, to major projects 
like Memorial Hall, Gladhill Furniture, and roofing repairs for Middletown Valley Bank.  Currently, 
it appears that we, along with other Main Streets generally bring $50,000 each year to help 
offset the costs of maintaining our downtown buildings.   

 
We have not included residential properties in our façade improvement program – but we could 
work towards adding that type of financial incentive into a future program.  It may not cover as 
high of a percentage as we are able to do so with commercial properties (which has been able 
to split up to 50% of the costs of projects).  We would want to investigate with our partners at 
the Department of Housing and Community Development and work with the Town to come up 
with some sort of revolving fund that could be used for emergency repairs, or based on an 
financial need.   

 
Conclusion: 
Main Street Middletown, MD Inc. requests that the Burgess and Commissioners develop and 
adopt a protective ordinance, as these external factors make this an important issue to discuss 
now.  We want to work side-by-side with the Town to create an ordinance that brings a balanced 
approach protecting the historic character and welcoming aesthetic people love about 
Middletown.   
 
We believe a protective historic preservation ordinance aligns with: 

1. The Town’s values that honors our local history.  
2. The Town’s values and actions towards maintaining a sustainable environment, thereby 

acknowledging the built environment as one of our largest assets.  
3. The Town’s economic development goals for maintaining a vibrant commercial district 

and desirable tourist destination 
 
We also believe that a protective historic preservation ordinance provides directional security – 
for the Town – and for generations of future property owners.   
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SUBTITLE 6. HISTORIC PRESERVATION COMMISSION 

Sec. 16.600. Purpose. 

The regulations set forth in this subtitle are adopted pursuant to the authority of the Local Government 
Article, section 10-325 of the Annotated Code of Maryland 2013, as amended, to regulate construction, alteration, 
reconstruction, moving and demolition of structures of historic, architectural, and archeological value, together 
with their appurtenances and environmental settings within respective specified limits. These regulations are 
designed to safeguard the heritage of the County by preserving districts herein which reflect elements of its 
cultural, social, economic, political or architectural history; to stabilize and improve the property values in such 
districts in the County; to foster civic beauty; to strengthen the local economy; and to promote the use and 
preservation of such historic districts in the County for the education, welfare and pleasure of the residents of the 
County.  

These regulations are also intended to promote the preservation of the County's historic resources by 
establishing the Historic Preservation Commission, which shall be the steward of the historic preservation plan and 
serve as a resource available to provide advice and counsel to Howard County agencies, Boards, Commissions, and 
property owners regarding historic sites, either within or outside the boundaries of historic districts.  

(C.B. 25, 1973; C.B. 2, 1981; C.B. 81, 1993; C.B. 71, 2003, § 1; C.B. 11, 2014, § 2; C.B. 66, 2019, § 1) 

Sec. 16.601. Definitions. 

Words and phrases used in this subtitle have their usual meanings except as defined below:  

(a) Adverse changes means changes by intent or neglect that modify or destroy the historic character of the 
building or buildings.  

(b) Appurtenances and environmental settings mean walkways and driveways (whether paved or not), trees, 
waterways and rocks, and landscaping that form part of the setting for a historic structure or use on the 
same lot.  

(c) Certificate of approval means an order issued by the Commission authorizing new construction or alterations 
to properties within a historic district as provided in this subtitle.  

(d) Commission means the Historic Preservation Commission.  

(e) Contributing structure means a structure located within a historic district and contributing to the historic or 
architectural value of the district.  

(f) Historic district means an area in the County which is deemed to be of historic or architectural value, the 
boundaries of which shall be established in accordance with Howard County law. A multiple site historic 
district is any district consisting of more than one property. A single site historic district consists of only one 
property.  

(g) Historic sites inventory means the list of historic sites adopted by resolution of the County Council.  

(h) Historic structure means a structure situated within the County which, together with its appurtenances and 
environmental setting, has significant historic or architectural value. Historic structure includes a structure 
listed on the historic sites inventory.  
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(i) Minor alterations means the following exterior alterations, provided the alterations comply with the 
guidelines adopted by the Commission pursuant to section 16.607(d) of this subtitle:  

(1) Signs;  

(2) The removal of materials and features that are not in compliance with the guidelines and replacement 
with materials and features that are in compliance with the guidelines;  

(3) The repair and replacement of deteriorated materials and features with historically appropriate 
materials and features including, without limitation, siding, gutters and downspouts, roofs, chimneys, 
porches, railings, windows, doors and paving;  

(4) Painting, including changes of color;  

(5) The removal of exterior light fixtures or the installation of light fixtures;  

(6) Other exterior modifications including, without limitation, sheds, mailboxes, house numbers, the 
exterior placement of utilities, and minor landscape features; or  

(7) Minor changes to plans already approved by the Commission.  

(j) Principal use or structure means the main use of a lot or a structure, as opposed to an accessory use or 
structure.  

(k) Routine maintenance means work that does not alter the exterior features of a structure and has no material 
effect on the historic or architectural significance of the structure.  

Routine maintenance includes:  

(1) Repair or replacement of roofs, gutters, siding, external doors and windows, trim, lights, and other 
appurtenant fixtures using the same materials and design;  

(2) Minor landscaping which will not substantially affect the character of the structure;  

(3) Paving repair using like materials of like design;  

(4) Painting of previously painted surfaces using the same color; and  

(5) Other minor maintenance and repair work which is described as routine maintenance in design 
guidelines approved by the Commission.  

(l) Structure means anything constructed, the use of which requires permanent location on the ground, or 
attached to something having permanent location on the ground. Structure includes buildings, porches, 
decks, awning, fences, gravestones, communication towers, and streetlights and other exterior lighting 
fixtures. Street furniture such as benches, newspaper boxes, and trash receptacles are considered structures 
if permanently affixed to the ground. The term structure shall be construed as if followed by the words "or 
part thereof" and to include the words "appurtenances and environmental settings."  

(C.B. 25, 1973; C.B. 2, 1981; C.B. 81, 1993; C.B. 71, 2003, § 1; C.B. 11, 2014, § 2; C.B. 67, 2016, § 1; C.B. 46, 2018, § 
1) 

Note(s)—Formerly, § 16.600(a).  

Sec. 16.602. Establishment of historic districts. 

(a) Boundaries Established. The boundaries of historic districts shall be established in accordance with title 16, 
subtitle 2 of the Howard County Code (the Zoning Enabling Act).  

(b) Zoning Regulations Remain in Effect. The Zoning Regulations of Howard County, as amended, shall remain in 
full force and effect within any historic district hereafter established, except as may herein be modified.  
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(c) Zoning Districts as Designated on the Zoning Map. The zoning districts as designated on the Zoning Map of 
Howard County, as amended, shall remain in full force and effect within any historic district.  

(d) Single Site Historic Districts. Single site historic districts may only be established upon the petition of the 
owner of the property which is the subject of the petition.  

(1) Procedure for Establishing Single Site Historic Districts. All petitions for Single site historic districts shall 
adhere to the following procedures:  

a. Petitions shall be submitted to and reviewed by the Historic Preservation Commission following 
the Commission's Rules of Procedure. The Department of Planning and Zoning shall prepare and 
forward a Technical Staff Report on the petition and forward the report to the Commission and 
the Zoning Board prior to the Commission's public meeting date and post the report on the 
Historic Preservation Commission's webpage.  

b. The Commission shall make recommendations to the Zoning Board on all petitions to create 
boundaries of single site historic districts or to amend the boundaries of historic districts on a 
piecemeal basis. The Commission shall make recommendations on whether to approve, approve 
with modifications, or deny the applications. The Historic Preservation Commission shall transmit 
its findings and recommendations concerning the petition to the Zoning Board prior to the 
Zoning Board's public hearing on a petition.  

c. The Zoning Board shall consider petitions for single site historic districts using the following 
procedures:  

i. Public Hearing Required. The Zoning Board shall hold a public hearing on single site historic 
districts at which parties of interest and citizens shall have an opportunity to be heard. The 
Zoning Board shall be prohibited from holding meetings which include an opportunity for 
public testimony on any day on which Rosh Hashanah, Yom Kippur, Eid Ul Fitr or Eid Ul 
Adha is observed.  

ii. Rules of Procedure; Notice. The Zoning Board public hearings on single site historic districts 
shall be conducted in accordance with the rules of procedure adopted by the Zoning Board 
except for the provisions relating to public notice, which shall be as provided in this section. 
The public notice required for Zoning Board hearings on single-site historic district 
applications shall be posted at least 30 days prior to the hearing on the County's website 
and shall give notice of the date, time and place of the hearing on the application.  

(2) Criteria for Establishing Single Site Historic Districts. A petition for a single site historic district may be 
granted if the Zoning Board finds affirmatively that the establishment of a single site historic district 
will:  

a. Serve to safeguard the heritage of the County by preserving elements of its cultural, social, 
economic, political or architectural history;  

b. Protect the integrity of a historic property from adverse changes and/or demolition; and  

c. Implement the goals set forth in the Historic Preservation Plan and General Plan.

Sec. 16.603. Certificates of approval. 

(a) Certificate of Approval Required. Except as provided otherwise in this section, a certificate of approval from 
the Commission is mandatory before the following may be undertaken within any historic district:

(1) Construction, moving, demolition, repair or alteration of any structure in any manner affecting the 
exterior appearance of the structure;  

(2) Construction or alteration of parking areas; and  

(3) Installation or alteration of exterior signs.  

(b) Exemptions. A certificate of approval is not required for:  

(1) Routine maintenance; or  

(2) Minor alterations that are determined by the Executive Secretary of the Commission to be consistent 
with the guidelines. The Executive Secretary's determination shall be posted on the Commission's 
website. The Executive Secretary shall notify each Commissioner in writing. If within five days of 
posting on the website, and written notification to the Commissioners, any person objects in writing to 
the Executive Secretary, a certificate of approval is required. Notwithstanding any provision of this 
Code, the determination of the Executive Secretary may not be appealed.  

(c) Preparation for New Development. A certificate of approval is not required for the following work when 
carried out in accordance with an approved subdivision plan, site development plan, forest conservation 
plan, or grading plan:  

(1) Construction or alteration of public streets and sidewalks, use-in-common driveways, storm drains and 
drainage swales, stormwater management facilities, and utility lines;  

(2) Tree clearing and removal; or  

(3) Installation of forest conservation plantings, street trees, and other required landscaping.  

(d) Building Permit. The Department of Inspections, Licenses and Permits shall not issue a building permit or a 
grading permit for work requiring a certificate of approval unless the Commission has issued a certificate of 
approval. The permit shall incorporate any requirements or modifications required by the certificate of 
approval.  

(e) Sign Permit. The Department of Inspections, Licenses and Permits shall not issue a sign permit for work 
requiring a certificate of approval unless the Commission has issued a certificate of approval. The sign permit 
shall incorporate any requirements or modifications required by the certificate of approval.  

(f) Posted on Property. The certificate of approval shall be posted on the property in a location visible from a 
public street while the work authorized by the certificate is being performed.  

(g) Expiration of Certificate of Approval. Unless extended by the Commission, a certificate of approval issued by 
the Commission shall expire automatically if:  

(1) The work has not been substantially completed within 18 months from the date the certificate of 
approval was issued for an application for the alteration, repair, moving, or demolition of a structure, 
or for the construction of a new accessory structure.  

(2) The work has not been substantially completed within three years from the date the certificate of 
approval was issued for an application for the construction of a new principal structure.  

(h) Extension of Certificate of Approval. An application for extension of a certificate of approval shall be treated 
and considered as a new application before the Commission.

Prior to the initial submittal of an application for subdivision or site development plan approval on a site 
located in a historic district established under this subtitle, adjoining a multi-site historic district, or that contains a 
historic structure, the applicant shall request review by the Commission to identify all historic resources on the site 
and obtain advice from the Commission regarding the design of development.

(a) Establishment. There is a Historic Preservation Commission to carry out the purposes of this subtitle.  

(b) Membership and Appointment: 

General provisions applicable to this Commission are set forth in subtitle 3, "Boards 
and Commissions," of title 6, "County Executive and the Executive Branch," of the Howard County 
Code.  

(2) Number of members. The Commission shall have a membership of seven persons.  

(3) Qualifications: 

(i) All members shall be residents of Howard County.  

(ii) Members shall be professionals in or have special interest, knowledge, or training in such fields 
as history, architecture, archeology, anthropology, curation, preservation, urban design or 
related disciplines and shall have knowledge of and have demonstrated an interest in the 
preservation of historic and architectural areas of the County.  

(iii) The Commission shall include at least one resident or property owner from each multiple site 
historic district in Howard County. When a new multiple site historic district is created, a resident 
or property owner from the new district shall be appointed to the Commission within three years 
of the elate the new district is created. Within three months of the creation of the new multiple 
site historic district, the County Executive shall appoint a resident or property owner from the 
new district as a temporary additional voting member of the Commission, to serve until the 
permanent member of the Commission from that district is appointed and confirmed.  

(c) Quorum. Three members shall constitute a quorum, and the vote of the majority present shall be necessary 
for a decision.  

(d) Executive Secretary. The Director of the Department of Planning and Zoning or the Director's designee shall 
serve as the Executive Secretary to the Commission and shall attend all meetings of the Commission and may 
provide recommendations on applications before the Commission.

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(1) Applications for a certificate of approval and any other Commission approval or review required under 
this subtitle shall be filed with the Department of Planning and Zoning.  

(2) The Department shall check the application for completeness and shall forward the application, 
together with all maps, plans and all other data required by the rules of the Commission, to the 
Commission.  

(3) Provided that the application was filed with the Department of Planning and Zoning at least 22 
calendar days before the Commission's next scheduled meeting, the Department shall place the 
application on the agenda for the next schedule Commission meeting. The Commission shall hear only 
those applications which staff from the Department of Planning and Zoning determines are complete. 
Applications filed less than 22 calendar days before the Commission's next scheduled meeting shall be 
placed on the agenda for the following meeting.  

(4) The Commission may hold an emergency meeting to hear an application for a certificate of approval 
which requires immediate action due to an immediate safety or health hazard or the need for 
emergency repairs.  

(c) Standing. Any person, or the person's duly constituted representative, shall be entitled to appear and be 
heard on any matter before the Commission reaches a decision.  

(d) Records. The Commission shall keep a record of its proceedings and action, which shall be on file for public 
view at the Department of Planning and Zoning.  

(e) Notice. Notice of Commission meetings shall appear in a newspaper of general circulation in Howard County 
at least seven days prior to such meeting. Each application to be heard at a Commission meeting shall be 
advertised in the manner provided for in the rules of the Commission. Notice of an emergency meeting is not 
required to be published in a newspaper, provided that the property which is the subject of an application to 
be heard at an emergency meeting is posted with the time, date, place, and subject matter of the meeting 
for at least 24 hours immediately prior to the meeting.  

(1) The emergency notice poster shall:  

(i) Give the address of the subject property, if available.  

(ii) Be double-sided and at least 30 inches by 36 inches in size.  

(iii) Include a three-digit alphanumeric code, which would be used to identify the case. The 
alphanumeric code shall be attached by the Department of Planning and Zoning in at least five-
inch lettering in the top left corner of the poster.  

(iv) State that the subject property is proposed to be altered and include a description of the 
proposed alteration.  

(v) Give the website address of the Department of Planning and Zoning plans in process webpage or 
a central inter-departmental webpage for searching for additional information, including plans 
for public review, for all projects assigned a three-digit alphanumeric code and a phone number 
for additional information.  

(2) The applicant shall remove all emergency notice posters from the subject property in accordance with 
section 16.1613 of this title.  

(f) Action of the Commission: 

(1) The Commission shall file with the Department of Planning and Zoning its certificate of approval, 
modification or denial of all applications and plans submitted to it for review.  

(2) No work shall begin until such certificate of approval shall have been filed.

(3) Failure of the Commission to vote on an application within 90 days from the date a complete 
application is filed shall constitute approval, unless an extension of the 90-day period is agreed upon 
mutually by the applicant and the Commission or the application has been withdrawn.  

(4) The Commission shall set forth, in writing, its reason for approval or denial of an application submitted 
to it for review.  

(5) If an application is denied, in the absence of a change to the structure arising from casualty, no new 
application for the same or similar work shall be filed within one year after the conclusion of the 
hearing on the denied application.

(a) Review of Applications. The Commission shall review all applications for certificates of approval. The 
Commission shall also review applications for alterations to historic structures outside the historic district 
and make any other determination when required by the zoning regulations. The Commission shall approve, 
approve with modifications, or deny the applications.  

(b) Consultation with the Maryland Historical Trust. The Commission may consult with the Maryland Historical 
Trust to make an analysis of and recommendation concerning the preservation of structures of historic or 
architectural value within the County. Such report may propose boundaries of districts as well as identify 
particular structures recommended to be preserved.  

(c) Recommend Designation as Historic District. The Commission shall make recommendations to the Howard 
County Council on all petitions to create or modify multiple site historic districts. The Commission shall also 
make recommendations to the Zoning Board on all petitions to create boundaries of single site historic 
districts or to amend the boundaries of historic districts on a piecemeal basis.  

(d) Provide Advice on Historical Resources. 

(1) The Commission shall perform the following advisory functions:  

(i) Advise and assist in developing plans for the preservation of historic resources within Howard 
County upon the request of an Agency, Board or Commission of Howard County Government.  

(ii) Advise and assist the Department of Planning and Zoning in identifying historic resources on 
property that requires subdivision or site development plan approval and is located in a historic 
district established under this subtitle or contains an historic structure. Such advice shall be given 
prior to the initial plan submittal for either subdivision or site development plans.  

(iii) Advise an applicant for subdivision or site development plan approval for a site located in a 
historic district established under this subtitle, Adjoining a Multi-Site Historic District or that 
contains a historic structure. Such advice shall be provided prior to the initial submittal for a 
subdivision or site development plan. After Commission review of a plan under this paragraph, 
the Director of the Department of Planning and Zoning may require the applicant to resubmit the 
plan to the Commission for its review and advice if:  

a. Before the subdivision application or site development plan is approved, the applicant 
submits a revised plan that the Director of the Department of Planning and Zoning 
determines is inconsistent with the Commission's comments on the previous plan; or  
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b. The subdivision plan or site development plan expires and the applicant submits a new 
plan.  

(iv) Upon the request of the applicant, provide pre-application advice on the design of proposed 
work to persons seeking a certificate of approval.  

(2) The Commission may perform the following advisory functions:  

(i) Review applications for zoning text amendments, map amendments, conditional use, or variance 
approvals and make recommendations to the Zoning Board, Planning Board, County Council, or 
Hearing Examiner for:  

(a) Areas located within a historic district or  

(b) A historic structure listed on the historic sites inventory;  

(ii) Review and provide advice to the Planning Board and County Council on other proposals 
affecting historic preservation, including County general plans and area master plans.  

(iii) Advise in developing plans for the preservation of historic resources within Howard County upon 
the request of the owner of the historic resource.  

(e) Adopt Rules to Implement Historic Tax Credit Program: 

(1) The Commission shall adopt rules to implement the historic tax credit program under sections 20.112 
and 20.113 of the County Code.  

(2) The rules shall include:  

(i) Procedures to be followed by a property owner in applying for the tax credit.  

(ii) Procedures to be followed by the Commission in considering an application; and  

(iii) Guidelines for the performance of eligible work.  

(f) Approve Historic Tax Credits. As specified in sections 20.112 and 20.113 of the County Code, the Commission 
may approve an application for a historic tax credit.  

(g) Maintain the Inventory. The Commission shall advise on updating and maintaining the historic sites 
inventory.  

(h) Demolition by Neglect. The Commission shall review all alleged violations of section 16.609A, determine the 
existence of violations, and prescribe minimum items of repair or maintenance and deadlines to cure 
violations.

Sec. 16.607. Standards for review. 

(a) Elements for Consideration. In reviewing an application for a certificate of approval, the Commission shall 
give consideration to:

(2) The relationship of the exterior architectural features of such structure to the remainder of the 
structure and to the surrounding area.  
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(3) The general compatibility of exterior design, scale, proportion, arrangement, texture and materials 
proposed to be used.  

(4) Whether the requested action is necessary to protect against threats to public safety.  

(5) Any other factors, including aesthetic factors, which the Commission deems to be pertinent.  

(b) Exterior Features Only. The Commission shall pass only on exterior features of a structure and shall not 
consider interior arrangement; nor shall it disapprove applications except in regard to the considerations set 
forth above.  

(c) Intent of the Subtitle. It is the intent of this subtitle that the Commission be strict in its judgment of plans for 
contributing structures. It is also the intent of this subtitle that the Commission shall be lenient in its 
judgment of plans for structures of little historic value or plans for new construction, except where such 
plans would seriously impair the historic or architectural value of surrounding structures or the surrounding 
area. It is not the intent of this subtitle to limit new construction, alteration, or repairs to the architectural 
style of any one period.  

(d) Additional Guidelines. The Commission shall adopt guidelines for its review of applications based on the 
standards of this subtitle. The guidelines may include standards for identifying contributing structures.

In the case of an application for alteration affecting the exterior 
appearance of a structure or for the moving or demolition of a structure the preservation of which the 
Commission deems of unusual importance to the County, State or nation, the Commission shall endeavor to 
work out with the owner an economically feasible plan for the preservation of such structure.  

(b) Deny Application. Unless the Commission is satisfied that proposed construction, alteration, or 
reconstruction will not materially impair the historic value of the structure, the Commission shall deny the 
application.  

(c) Negotiation. If an application is submitted for alteration, moving or demolition of a structure that the 
Commission deems of unusual importance and no economically feasible plan can be formulated, the 
Commission shall have 90 days from the time it concludes that no economically feasible plan can be 
formulated to negotiate with the owner and other parties in an effort to find a means of preserving the 
building.  

(d) Special Circumstances. The Commission may approve the proposed alteration, moving or demolition of a 
structure of unusual importance despite the fact that the changes come within the provisions of subsections 
(a) through (c) of this section, if:  

(1) The structure is a deterrent to a major improvement program which will be of substantial benefit to 
the County;  

(2) Retention of the structure would be a threat to public safety;  

(3) Retention of the structure would cause undue financial hardship to the owner; or  

(4) Retention of the structure would not be in the interest of a majority of the persons in the community.

Such easement shall grant to the Commission, the residents of the historic 
district and the general public, the perpetual right, or the right for a specified term, to have the exterior 
appearance of any structure upon which it is applied retained in substantially the same character as when 
the easement took effect.

(a) In General. 

(1) A structure in a historic district shall be maintained and repaired to prevent the deterioration of the 
structure.  

(2) Deterioration of exterior walls, roofs, chimneys, doors, windows, vertical supports, horizontal 
members, foundations, siding, wooden walls, brick, stone, plaster, mortar or other exterior features 
shall constitute a violation of this section, to the extent that the deterioration:  

(i) Could reasonably lead to irreversible damage to the structure;  

(ii) Renders the building not watertight; or  

(iii) Creates or permits a hazardous or unsafe condition.  

(b) Financial Hardship Waivers. The Commission may waive compliance with this section if compliance would 
cause undue financial hardship to the owner.  

(c) Inspection; Notice; Hearing; Decision; Waiting Period. 

(1) (i) Upon inspection by the Department of Inspections, licenses and permits and receipt of an inspection 
report alleging a violation of subsection (A) of this section, and before enforcement action is taken 
under section 16.610 of this subtitle because of a violation of this section, the Department of Planning 
and Zoning shall send written notice to the owner of the alleged violation.  

(ii) The notice shall specify the nature of the alleged violation and the date of a hearing before the 
Commission concerning the alleged violation.  

(2) Within 10 days after the receipt of the notice, an owner who receives a notice may request an 
alternative hearing date on the alleged violation.  

(3) The Commission shall hold the hearing:  

(i) During the next regularly scheduled public meeting of the Commission for which public notice 
and advertising has been completed in accordance with the Commission's rules of procedure and 
section 16.605 of this subtitle; or  

(ii) If a request for an alternative hearing date is received, the hearing may be scheduled for the 
public meeting immediately following the originally-noticed hearing date for which for which 
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public notice and advertising has been completed in accordance with the Commission's rules of 
procedure and section 16.605 of this subtitle.  

(4) After the hearing, the Commission shall:  

(i) Affirm or deny the presence of a violation; and  

(ii) 1. If a violation is affirmed, prescribe minimum items of repair or maintenance and deadlines to 
cure a violation; or  

2. Waive compliance in accordance with subsection (b) of this section.  

(5) If the violation is not cured in accordance with this subsection, the property will be subject to a five-
year waiting period during which time an application for residential subdivision or a site development 
plan may not be submitted. The five-year waiting period begins upon affirmation of a violation and 
prescription of minimum items of repair or maintenance by the Commission in accordance with 
paragraph (4)(ii)1. of this subsection. However, during the waiting period, if the Code Enforcement 
Official determines that the minimum items of repair identified in paragraph (4)(ii)1. are satisfied, any 
remaining time in the waiting period terminates.  

(6) Violations or penalties assessed in accordance with this subsection do not preclude assessment of civil 
fines as provided for under title 24, Civil Penalties of the County Code.

When there is any violation of this subtitle or any action taken there under, the Department of Planning and 
Zoning may institute appropriate action to prevent, enjoin, abate or remove the violation. Alternatively and in 
addition to and concurrent with all other remedies, the Department of Planning and Zoning may enforce the 
provisions of this subtitle by the use of civil penalties pursuant to title 24, "Civil Penalties," of the Howard County 
Code.
